> METRO Blue Line (Hiawatha) - The METRO Blue Line offers fast,
frequent service from downtown to Mall of America. Trains leave roughly
every 10 minutes during most hours on weekdays, every 15-30 minutes on
evenings and weekends. Travel time from end to end is 39 minutes.

From St. Paul

> Route 54 - offers limited-stop service from downtown (Sixth & Seventh
streets) to Mall of America and both Minneapolis-St. Paul airport terminals.
From Apple Valley and Eagan

> METRO Red Line - The METRO Red Line offers fast, frequent service
every day of the week from Apple Valley and Eagan. Stops include the
Apple Valley Transit Station, 140th Street, 147th Street, and the Cedar
Grove Transit Station.
